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Six High Schools Advance Teaching as a Career
Congratulations to the advisors and 
students at six public high schools 
who received a $200 HEA/Pi Lambda 
Theta-Beta Zeta Hawaii Chapter 
grant to creatively engage and inspire 
students to pursue teaching as a 
career on their campuses. Here are 
some of the innovative ways the 
recipients used their grant:

Farrington High School
Advisor: Jenny Lundahl
Farrington High School students who 
are aspiring teachers shared stories 
with elementary school students 
and taught job interview skills to 
students in special education. The 
students also arranged for field trips 
to Kalakaua Middle and Dole Middle 
Schools to inspire middle school 
students to become educators!

James Campbell High School 
Advisor: Val Tina Oishi
James Campbell High School 
students were busy with a number 
of outreach events in the community. 
They planned and participated in a 
Fall Read Aloud event at Kaimiloa 
Elementary School and Spring Read 
Aloud event at Pohakea Elementary 
School. The students also led a 
winter-themed lesson at Seagull 
Schools, a preschool at Ocean Pointe 
in Ewa Beach. They also  conducted 
“Building Dynamic Educators” mini-
workshops for James Campbell High 
School students.

Leilehua High School
Advisor: Lizchel Ugalde
Leilehua High School students 
participated in a Family, Career, 
and Community Leaders of America 
(FCCLA) competition. They also 
observed classrooms in their complex 
area and performed at least one 
lesson per quarter.

Maui High School

Maui High School students provided 

hands-on assistance for Pukalani 
Elementary School’s Field Day 
and with Pomaikai Elementary 
School’s Fun Run. They also had 
an opportunity to shadow teachers 
at Maui Waena Intermediate School 
and helped with open houses and 
parent nights at various schools. The 
Maui High School students also had 
work-based learning opportunities 
at Kahului Elementary, Pomaikai 
Elementary, and Maui High Schools to 
gain real-life teaching experience.

Mililani High School

Mililani High School students were 
paired with a mentor-teacher in the 
classroom of schools to gain work-
based learning experience. They 
also provided mini workshops in 
conjunction with their school’s Trojan 
Trading Post.

The students also invited guest 
speakers from education professions 
and post-secondary education 
programs, and volunteered to provide 

assistance to teachers at a STEM 
camp.

The students also worked with 
elementary and preschool students 
and their teachers to observe 
and participate in activities. They 
also developed lesson plans to 
gain experience in instruction and 
strategies. Mililani High students 
also worked on community-based 
instruction and elementary school 
students in Mililani’s agriculture 
program. 

Pearl City High School

Pearl City High School students 
turned a community-based instruction 
session into a fun crafting celebration. 
As a way to recruit more future 
teachers, the Pearl City High School 
student also developed and launched 
an advertising and promotion 
campaign to support the Academy 
of Culinary Arts, Health Science and 
Leadership (CAHSL)/Teaching as 
a Profession (TAP), with a mural, 
bulletin board, and school visits.
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The HEA Carol H. Yoneshige 
Scholarship was recently established 
to honor Ms. Yoneshige’s dedication 
to the HEA goals and to recognize 
her friendship with Faith C. Ai who 
served as an HEA Board member 
until her passing. The scholarship is 
for full-time college undergraduate 
students majoring in education.

There are seven 
positions available. Board members serve two-year terms. Nominations 
deadline is March 7, 2025. Election deadline is April 11, 2025.

If there is an election, the votes will be tabulated on Tuesday, April 15, 
2025. According to election rules, candidates may send observers on 
this day. If there are fewer candidates than vacancies, those candidates 
will be automatically elected. Election results will be presented to the 
HEA Board of Directors for certification at the Annual Meeting on April 
26, 2025. All candidates will be notified of the election results on or 
about May 2, 2025. All ballots will be stored at the HEA office in a sealed 
container for 30 days after certification. Any challenge made to these 
procedures or to the conduct of the election must be made in writing, 
signed by the challenger, and forwarded to HEA within 30 days after 
certification.

In Memoriam 
Juliette Y. N. Lum

Hawaii recently loss an 
outstanding member of the 
education community, who 
made lasting contributions to the 
teaching profession. Juliette. 
Y. N. Lum passed away on 
December 8, 2024, but her 
contributions continue to inspire 
both teachers and students.   

Ms. Lum joined HEA in 1964 
and served on the HEA board of 
directors from 1974 to 1978. She 
was HEA President from 1974 
to 1976, and a member of HEA’s 
Executive Committee from 1977 
to 1978. She held a number of 
leadership roles within HEA, 
and served on the Educational 
Programs Committee three 
different times, the last of which 
was from 1995 to 2010.

The McKinley High School 
graduate taught at public 
schools, including kindergarten 
at Waialae Elementary School. 
She also served as President of 
the Oahu Classroom Teachers 
Organization, the Oahu 
Education Association, and the 
Honolulu Chapter of the Hawaii 
State Teachers Association.

• For the academic school year 2024-25, you must be a high 

school senior who is an HEA member, child of an HEA member, 
and/or grandchild or legally adopted grandchild of an HEA 
member. Preference will be given to those interested in pre-K-12.

• You or the qualifying member must have been a HEA member for 
at least one year prior to applying.

• You plan to attend any two- or four-year state or nationally 
accredited institution of higher learning during the 2025-26 
academic school year.

Continuing College Students
$1,000 (two available)
• For the academic school year 2024-25, you must be an 

undergraduate or a post-graduate college student pursuing a 
career in education.

• You must be an HEA member, child of an HEA member, and/or 
grandchild or legally adopted grandchild of a HEA member. 

• You or the qualifying member must have been a HEA member for 
at least one year prior to applying.

• The scholarships are awarded to continuing, full-time college 
students pursuing a career in education. Preference will be given 
to those interested in pursuing pre-K-12 teaching.

• You plan to attend a two- or four-year state or nationally 
accredited institution of higher learning during the 2025-26 
academic school year.

Student Teachers
$2,000 (two available)   
Deadline is June 3, 2025
• This scholarship was established by HEA and the family of Helen 

MacKay to minimize the need for employment during the student 
teaching semester. 

• Applicants must intend to teach in the Hawaii State Department 
of Education and be enrolled in a State Approved Teacher 
Education (SATE) Program as a full-time undergraduate or post 
baccalaureate candidate in a nationally accredited institution of 
higher learning or in a Hawaii SATE alternative licensure program 
in the 2025-26 academic school year. 

• Awardees must become HEA members within five days after 
notification to activate scholarship.

In-Service Public School Educators 
$2,000 (two available)
• Available for tenured and/or permanent Hawaii State Department 

of Education pre-K-12 teachers, school administrators, or 
educational assistants in good standing.

• Must hold a Baccalaureate degree or enrolled in an Associate 
in Arts in Teaching or Certification of Competence teaching 
program.  

• Awardees must become HEA members within five days after 
notification to activate scholarship.

Ronald K. Toma Professional 
Development for In-Service Public School 
Educators - Up to $6,000
• Available for tenured Hawaii State Department of Education 

pre-K-12 teachers and school administrators in good standing 
and who are pursuing enrichment opportunities other than 
formal post-secondary courses in higher education that they 
may not otherwise have the funds to participate.

• Awarded amounts up to $1,000 each will be deducted by priority 
applications until the $6,000 threshold is attained.

• Awardees must become HEA members within five days after 
notification to activate scholarship.

Hiroshi & Barbara Kim Yamashita
$2,000 (one available)
• This scholarship was established for education majors, intending 

to teach in a Hawaii public school at the elementary or secondary 
level. 

• The scholarship is awarded to a full-time undergraduate student 
currently attending an accredited institution of higher learning.

and get paid to do so.   

Dr. Warren spearheaded one of the 
nation’s first  registered apprenticeship 
programs in K-12 teaching in West Vir-
ginia, which was approved by the U.S. 
Department of Labor. 

Both Dr. Warren and Lynn Hammonds, 
Ed.D. were recently featured on a Sun-
rise morning news segment on Hawaii 
News Now to share about the HEA 
Educational Summit, and media came to 
cover the Educational Summit because 
of the community’s growing concern 
about the chronic teacher shortage in 
Hawaii.
